Guidelines

This document is for applicants wishing to be considered for the Metropolitan Infrastructure grants.

Pre-registration

Applicants must register their intent to submit an application with Zero Waste SA by 5pm, 18 November 2011 in the pre-registration template provided. Following submission of the pre-registration, Zero Waste SA will contact the applicant to discuss the proposed project. Zero Waste SA will offer an opportunity for advice to be provided to the applicant prior to completion of a full application.

Submission of Applications

All sections of the full application form must be completed and received by Zero Waste SA by 5pm, 3 February 2012.

All forms must be submitted, with a signed declaration, in one of the following formats:

· advance the development of resource recovery and recycling.

South Australia’s Waste Strategy
Zero Waste SA’s Industry Investment Program aims to assist projects that support the objectives of South Australia’s Waste Strategy and the target to ‘reduce waste to landfill by 35% by 2020’ identified in South Australia’s Strategic Plan and the Waste Strategy.
Aim of the program 
The Metropolitan Infrastructure Grants program has been established to assist companies install infrastructure to increase the recovery of resources and reduce the amount of waste sent to landfill each year.

Pre-registration should be submitted by 18 November 2011. 
Submission of the full application must be completed and received by Zero Waste SA by 3 February 2012.
It is anticipated that all applicants will be advised of the status of their funding application by 30 March 2012
Funding priorities for 2012–13 
The Metropolitan Infrastructure program aims to increase the recovery of materials and reduce the amount of waste sent to landfill in South Australia each year. Projects which can achieve the following objectives have been identified as priorities:

· improve effectiveness of sorting facilities

· improve recovery of mixed wastes
· improve recovery of materials from e-waste, tyres, whitegoods, fluorescent lighting or other lighting that contains mercury, vehicles, plasterboard, carpet, leather and textiles or other problematic wastes
· assist transfer stations, CDL depots and recycling centres to accept e-waste or other problematic wastes

· support the reuse of products including increased resource recovery from kerbside hard waste
· improve the efficiency of operations and reduce resource use

· assist with the reduction of waste generation

OR

· other innovative infrastructure projects that lead to significant diversion of waste from landfill with a minimum investment from the applicant of $1 million.
Eligible applicants
The program is open to all organisations that are based in South Australia or sell products with South Australian recycled content materials.  

Zero Waste SA welcomes collaborative applications with project partners such as other industry organisations, associations and representatives from targeted market segments. 
Project criteria
Eligible projects must:

· target at least one of the funding priority products identified on page 6
· Be located in the Adelaide Metropolitan Area (as defined in the Development Act 1993) 
· contribute at least 50% of funding (excluding in‑kind contributions) from sources other than Zero Waste SA funds 

· have a clear implementation timetable including necessary approvals, commissioning, operation, monitoring and evaluation and be instigated within 12 months of the grant being offered.
Ineligible activities
Grant funds will not be available for:
· retrospective projects (infrastructure for which funding is matched by Zero Waste SA must start after applications close)
· landfill (compliance, development, extension or closure)

· motor vehicles or trucks (specialised collection vehicles may be considered)
· advertising costs
· education programs

· land purchase, power, water and other general service provision
· salaries, studies, investigations or research and development activities
· projects focusing on export/overseas markets.
Available funding 
Zero Waste SA has an indicative budget of $1,500,000 to be allocated in grants through the Metropolitan Infrastructure Grants program during the 2012-13 funding round.  

Applications for Metropolitan Infrastructure Grants from $50,000 to a maximum of $300,000 (excluding GST) per project are sought. 
Further funding rounds will be called in 2013-14 and 2014-15.

Matching the Zero Waste SA Grant

The grants will pay a maximum of 50% of eligible project costs. You must be able to demonstrate that you can, at a minimum, match that funding from other sources (excluding the South Australian Government). You may not include ‘in-kind’ (non-financial) payments as matching funds. 
Access to intellectual property
You must be able to demonstrate that you have access to any intellectual property necessary to carry out your project. It is expected that in most cases there would be dual ownership of any intellectual property resulting from the project. 
Privacy and commercial-in-confidence considerations
All applications will be treated as commercial-in-confidence. Zero Waste SA reserves the right to include third party evaluations as part of the assessment process. Zero Waste SA has the ultimate discretion in relation to publicity for successful applications. Applicants are not permitted to publicise their projects without the approval in the first instance of Zero Waste SA.

Insurance

For the duration of the project, the proponent must maintain workers compensation insurance, public liability insurance for a minimum of $10 million per claim and personal accident insurance of $100,000 per participant.

Assessment 

Applications that meet eligibility criteria will be assessed against the funding priorities and the following criteria:
· Landfill Diversion: The extent to which the project will lead to material being diverted from landfill, including how the estimates for diversion have been calculated
· Environment Protection (Waste to Resources) Policy 2010 : the extent to which the project will be processing materials which are scheduled to be progressively banned from landfill under the policy (see Appendix 1 for list)

· Product and sustainability benefits: the extent to which the project leads to high value end use (from an economic and environmental perspective) of waste materials and processes
· Innovation: the extent to which the project is innovative (tackling new waste streams, overcoming existing barriers, improvements to efficiency) and targets new market segments
· Financial viability: the extent to which the application demonstrates the financial viability of the company and the project including relevant experience of the people involved and existing business (changes in commodity prices should also be considered if relevant to the project)
· Local benefits: the extent to which the project will benefit the local area, particularly in terms of employment, industry, stabilisation of markets
· Timing: the extent to which the project demonstrates it can be instigated within the 12 month timeframe.

Timeframe for assessment 
· Applications must be submitted to Zero Waste SA according to these guidelines.
· All applicants will be notified by Zero Waste SA within two weeks of the submission date to confirm receipt of their proposals.
· Applications will be reviewed by a panel comprising Zero Waste SA staff and external specialists. The panel will assess all eligible applications against the assessment criteria.
· If required, additional written information may be requested from the applicant by a panel member to assist with the assessment.
· The panel will recommend projects to be funded and funding amounts to the Board of Zero Waste SA.
· The Board determines decisions on the provision of project grants.
· It is anticipated that all applicants will be advised of the status of their funding application by 30 March 2012. 
Funding agreement
Successful applicants will be required to enter into a funding agreement with Zero Waste SA. This agreement will set out the terms of the grant, conditions, payment schedules, project timing, key performance indicators, reporting requirements and other matters. 

Zero Waste SA must be acknowledged in all media and promotional activities relating to the project, for example by the statement ‘this project has been partly funded by Zero Waste SA’. All publicity must be approved in the first instance by Zero Waste SA.
A copy of the Zero Waste SA standard funding agreement can be provided on request.

The funding agreement must be signed within 30 days of receipt to guarantee the grant acceptance.

Reporting
Zero Waste SA requires the successful applicants to provide 12 months reporting on the projects following the commissioning of equipment. Reporting and payment milestone timelines will be included in Funding Agreements with successful applicants. A copy of the example Zero Waste SA reporting template can be provided on request.

Appendix 1    

ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION (WASTE TO RESOURCES) POLICY 2010 – LANDFILL BANS

From 1 September 2010

Hazardous waste, Lead acid batteries, Liquid waste,  Medical waste, oil, Whole tyres1, Aggregated cardboard and paper2, Aggregated glass packaging3, Aggregated metals4, Aggregated PET or HDPE plastic packaging5, Vegetative matter collected by councils6 .
From 1 September 2011  

Vehicles, PP or LDPE plastic packaging7, Whitegoods.
From 1 September 2012

PVC or PS plastic packaging8, Fluorescent lighting9 (Adelaide Metro only), Computer monitors & televisions10 (Adelaide Metro only), Whole earth mover tyres.
From 1 September 2013

Fluorescent lighting11, Computer monitors & televisions12, Other electrical or electronic equipment.
Notes
1. Whole tyres other than earth mover tyres and tyres that have been exposed to radioactive materials through mining operations. 

2. Aggregated for resource recovery separate from other waste. 

3. Aggregated for resource recovery. 

4. Aluminium, copper, steel or iron or a blend or alloy of any such metals aggregated for resource recovery (whether alone or with other recyclables), other than metal products with components of different metals that cannot be readily separated. 

5. Aggregated for resource recovery (whether alone or with other recyclables). 

6. Aggregated for resource recovery and collected by a council by a kerbside waste collection service operated as a separate collection service for such waste, other than such waste collected from within a quarantine area under the Fruit & Plant Protection Act 1992. 

7. Aggregated for resource recovery (whether alone or with other recyclables). 

8. Aggregated for resource recovery (whether alone or with other recyclables). 

9. And any other lighting that contains mercury. 

10. Including components, subassemblies and consumables that are part of the equipment when discarded. 

11. And any other lighting that contains mercury. 

12. Including components, subassemblies and consumables that are part of the equipment when discarded. 
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
